	1. Students will compare and order numbers by looking at the hundreds, tens, and ones spots.
2. Students will use ordering strategies to pick the higher number.
3. Students will order numbers from lowest to highest.

	Assessment Methods

	Introduction (__min.)
	1. I will begin my lesson by going over the concept of looking at each place value (hundreds, tens, ones) in order to decide which number is the highest. We will go over 5 examples where they will compare 2 numbers and decide with me, which one is the highest. I will get them to order numbers on one page next. (10 min)
2. On my next page I will link them to a page on IXL where we will go over 8 different word problems where they need to pick the biggest number (5 min.)

	Body of Lesson (__min.)
	Activity #1 Make the biggest number! Card Game (__min.)
1. I will tell the students we will now be playing a card game. I will explain the rules.
I will tell students to get into partners. One partner can come up and get a deck of cards. The cards will be split in half before class, red cards, and black cards. One partner will take the red cards; the other will take the black cards. Both partners will lay down 3 cards each from A-9, rearrange them into the biggest number possible, as quickly as possible. Whoever can make the biggest number takes all the cards that have just been laid. Once they’ve run out of cards they will count out their cards, and whoever has the most cards wins!   (3 min.)               
2. I will then tell the students to get into partners, I will tell them to make a group of 3 if they have to. I will ask that one partner comes up and gets a pack of cards. Then I will let them play until the end of class. (15 min).
Friday Introduction:

1. As a review of yesterday’s class, I would read out the first question on the SMART board, ask the students to answer the question for me. Once they have I will ask them how they got to their answer. If they do not give me the solution I will show them how we need to start by looking at which place value first? The hundreds place. If those two numbers are different we would pick the highest number. However if those two numbers are the same what would we do next? We would proceed to the tens spot. If those two numbers are different we would pick the number with the highest digit in its ten spot. If they were the same, which place value would we look at next? The ones spot. Here we would decide which number was highest or whether or not the numbers were the same. This is how we compare numbers. I will do another problem and have them answer and then tell me how they came to that conclusion once again. ( 10 min)
2. I would then bring up a page on the SMART board that has a number order line.  I will have the students estimate which number is on the A spot, and B line. We will do this 4 times. I will explain how they can estimate effectively. (5 min).
Activity #1 Workbook (__min.)
1. Once we have gone through the intro I will hand out worksheets for the students to complete. I will circulate and answer questions. (15 min)
