	• Illustrate, concretely and pictorially, the meaning of place value for numerals to 1000.


	Learning Objectives


	· Students will review the concept of standard form
· Students will take what they know about standard form and write their numbers in expanded notation.

· Students will write numbers in word form.

	Procedure
	
	Assessment Methods

	Introduction      (15 min.)
	1. I will begin my lesson by going over the concept of standard form once again. I will ask the students to give me one problem that I have set up on the smart board in standard form. If they have problems with this concept I will have the students practice a couple of problems on IXL.com (link on the first slide of my SMART notebook, click the little circle at the bottom). (5 minutes)
2. On my next page I have the page that the students were working on in their workbooks yesterday. I will tell the students to get out their work books and turn to page I will have the students answer the questions:

· What strategy did you use to identify which 3-digit number was largest? Tell about it.

· What strategy did you use to identify which 3-digit number was smallest? Tell about it.
           I will have them answer these questions orally 
           and select 2 students per question.
Example Answer:

I found all the numbers on a number line and circled them. Then, I found the largest number by finding the last number I circled on the far right of the number line.
(5 min)

3. I will then go to my next page with the dice and ask the students if anyone can tell me what expanded notation is. If nobody can I will explain by doing an example problem on the board. I will select students sitting quietly to come up and roll the dice by clicking on it and then I will write the number in the hundred, ten, and one spots. I will then ask them if they can tell me how much the number ___ is worth in the hundreds column. (ex. 6=600) and I will write it underneath in front of the first + sign. I will do all three place values and tell them that they have now written a number in expanded form. I will then have them practice this concept a few times. (5 min)

	

	Body of Lesson   (32 min.)
	Activity #1 Work Books  (32 min.)

1. I will then tell the students to turn to the triple action page, or page37.  I will ask one student to read the definition of expanded form. I will then ask them to get out their high lighters and highlight around the definition of expanded form in the top right hand corner. (2 min) 
2. I will then go through each question with the students and have them offer sample answers for the board, then write their own answers in their book. (10 min)

3. When we get to question K I will tell them that when I say, I want them to find a classmate whose 3-digit number is different than yours. Show his or her number on the following place value mat. Compare the numbers and tell two things you notice about them. I will get them to do so and then show and example on the board once they have finished their answers. (I will explain this in more detail).  I will tell them that they have 3 minutes to do so and then I want them back at their desks.(5 min)
4. I will then review the question and ask for someone’s answer. I will input an appropriate answer into the SMART board. I will then pose the following question and ask someone to answer it orally:

How does understanding place value help you understand numbers?
Example Answer:

Understanding place value helps me know which digits to change in a number, the hundreds, tens, or ones. 

Understanding place value helps me understand how to change the digits in a number. (5 min)

5. I will then tell the students to turn to the lollipop love page. I will show them the page on the board. I will tell them that I would like them to get out their pencil crayons and colour their lollipops like they are on the SMART board. Once they have done so I will tell them to get out their highlighters and frame the definition of standard form in the corner of the page. I will have a student read this definition to review what they have already learned. I will then go over the first two questions with them and then allow them to finish the rest on their own. (10 min)

	

	Closure (10 min.)
	1. If we have time I will pick two students to hand out gloves and white boards. I will divide the class into two teams and write a tally column on the board. I will tell them we are playing Math Jeopardy. I will get them to pick one category every time. I will explain the rules of jeopardy and I will keep a tally of their points. Click on category points, ask question, click question once you have answer, read answer, and then click the little house picture in the right hand corner to return to jeopardy page. (10 min)
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
