	Learning Objectives


	1. Students will list the differences and similarities between Quality of Life in Canada and Peru.
2. Students will locate Peru, Tunisia, Ukraine, and India on a map.
3. Students will answer questions related to Continents, Countries, and Quality of Life.

	Assessment Methods

	Introduction (12 min.)
	1.  When I begin my lesson I will have the students tell me what city we live in, which province, country, and continent. I suspect that they will have a hard time telling me the continent as it may be a term they are unfamiliar with. I will then proceed to my next page and show them a map of the continents. I will tell them that there are seven different continents. We will go over the differences between a country and a continent. I will then explain that we live on the continent of North America (then show them on the map what that consists of).  I will point to each one and then ask them if they can show me where Canada is on the map and therefore which continent it is on. I will then I will tell them that a Continent is an area of the world that contains a bunch of different countries (explain the definition of a continent and show them all 7 continents in order from smallest to largest).  Next I will tell the students that this year we will be learning about four different countries from four different continents; Peru in South America (circle south America), Tunisia in Africa(circle Africa, and so on), the Ukraine in Europe, and India in Asia. I will tell them that we will learn about the cultures, traditions and the quality of life of these countries. We will discuss the similarities and the differences of these four countries in detail eventually.  (7 min.)

2.  I will then open a map of the world on the SMART board. I will ask the students if they can first locate Canada on the map and will have someone come up and circle where they think Redcliff or Medicine Hat are specifically. Once the students have a good idea of where we live in Canada I will then ask if anyone can show me where South America (Peru), Asia (India), Europe (Ukraine), and Africa (Tunisia) are on the map. I will then show them where each of these countries is (they are highlighted on the map)   I will mention that it is important that we realize that even though these countries are in different continents, are far away from each other, and have a lot of differences they are also very similar.(5min.)

	Body of Lesson (47 min.)
	Activity #1 Gilber in Peru (15 min.)

1.  We will watch the video “Gilber in Peru” which documents a day in the life of a young Peruvian boy named Gilber. I will tell them beforehand that there are a few things I would like them to keep in mind while watching the video: 
How is Gilber's life different than mine?

How is Gilber's life the same as mine?
I will ask them to also keep the components that make up someone’s quality of life in mind(move the pink icon out of the way and the items are listed) and think about how those things are different in Gilber’s life. (2 min.)               

2.  Gilber in Peru Video (click the little globe in the corner of the Peruvian flag in order to open this video from learnalberta.com) (13 min.)

Activity #2 Venn Diagrams (32 min.)

4. After the video I will put up a venn diagram on the board. I will tell them that I would like them to fill out one side listing the things that make up their quality of life in Redcliff (transportation: car, bike, van, education: I.F. Cox, school supplies, computers, technology, shelter: house, wood, brick, etc), on the other side things that made up Gilber’s QOL (Stone kitchen, huts, farm, work etc.) and in the middle things that make us similar (family, play, toys etc). I will tell them that they have the rest of the class to finish their venn diagrams. If they finish early they may put up their hands and I will give them a quality of life word search. (2 min.)
5. While the students work I will circulate and answer any questions posed. If they appear to be struggling I will stop them and we’ll brainstorm a few examples to kick start their ideas on the SMART board.  (30 min.)
	• Observation: I will observe students behaviours and expressions to gauge understanding.
• Venn Diagrams


	Closure 
	1. If we have enough time near the end I will have the students gather on the floor in front of the SMART board where I will pull up the Venn Diagram on the board and we will fill it out together as a group. I will have individual students offer examples from their diagrams. 


	•Brainstorm: I will collect the students ideas on the SMART board to see if everyone understood the assignment.
• Venn Diagram: I will take the diagram in for marks.
• Criteria:
· Students must have at least 4-9 points on each section.


	Sponge Activity


	I will have a “Continents” word search prepared for the students to work on if they finish quickly.
	• Word search: tests the students’ knowledge of continents that we reviewed in the lesson.
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
