	General Learning Outcomes (P.O.S.)
	· Component 3-Appreciation: Students will interpret artworks by examining their context and less visible characteristics.

	Procedure
	
	Assessment Methods

	Introduction (13min.)
	1. We will begin our introduction by telling the students that this is a poster contest put on by the legion. When we send them off to do their posters we would like them to try and remember that they have the rest of the afternoon to finish so we do not want them to rush through. There is a possibility of them winning prizes so they should try and do their best work possible. We will then put up a page on SMART notebook with a few prompt questions that we will tell them we want to keep in mind while we read/present to them. “While we talk about remembrance day we want you to keep these questions in mind: 1. Try and visualize the types of things that you would like to put on your poster. 2. Think about what Remembrance Day means to you. 3. Keep in mind the types of symbols that represent Remembrance Day.”  (2 min.)
2.  Page 3 Flanders Fields Poem/ John McCrae. We will mention John McCrae and In Flanders Fields which the students are already familiar with. We will then read an excerpt on the significance of the poppy from Remembering John McCrae. (3 min.)
3.   On the next page we will brainstorm some different ideas of things that the kids could show on their posters (poppies, Flander’s Field, white crosses, doves, peace signs, maple leaves, Canadian flags, soldiers, medals of honour, epitaphs, words “we remember”, “November 11th, 11:00 am”, etc.). We will write what the students come up with on the SMART board and give a few ideas ourselves.  (3 min.)
4.  On pages 6-10 we will give the students a few examples of past contest entries. We will tell them they are just to be used for ideas and that we don’t want them to copy. We will show them briefly and on our last page there will be specific instructions and criteria that we will display in all three classrooms on the SMART boards. (5min.)

	•Observation: We will observe student behavior and listening skills. We will also observe expressions to gauge understanding.
• Brainstorming: We will assess students prior knowledge of Remembrance day by brainstorming their thoughts on the SMART board.
• Questioning: We will ask various questions throughout to assess prior knowledge and understanding.

	Body of Lesson (__min.)
	Activity #1 Poster Contest (__min.)
1. Instructions: Go back to your classroom and have a seat at your desk. Once they’re back a teacher will explain the instructions. Have one person from each group collect and distribute the poster paper. Sketch your idea onto paper with pencil, raise your hand when you are finished and we will let you know if you can begin to colour. We would like your posters to: Cover the entire piece of paper, so no white showing! You can use words, symbols, or a remembrance day scene.  (We will have the criteria on all three SMART boards in each classroom). Be creative!  (5 min.)               
2.  When the students return to their classrooms and have collected their materials they will begin creating their posters. While they do so Jolayne and I will be circulating in all three rooms.  (1 hour 37 min.)
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	Closure (10 min.)
	1. We will have students hand in their posters to a designated spot and clean up their supplies. We will then ask them to gather on the carpet for further instructions.(10 min.)
